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Judge's decision.

We also looked at the record dated June 4,2004 from Dr Fodor and records dated July 7,
2004 to January 3, 2005 from Dr Oliveira. The Administrative Law Judge decided your case
through May 25, 2004. This new information is about a later time. Therefore, it does not
affect the decision about whether you were disabled beginning on or before May 25, 2004.

If you want us to consider whether you were disabled after May 25, 2004, you need to apply
again. We are returning the evidence to you to use in your new claim.

If you file a new claim for disability insurance benefits within 6 months after you receive this
letter, we can use June 21,2004, the date of your request for review, as the date ofyour new
claim. The date you file a claim can make a difference in the amount ofbenefits we can pay.

You have the rightto file a new application at any time, but filing a new application is not the
same as appealing our action. If you disagree with our action and file a new application
instead of appealing, you might lose some benefits or not qualify for any benefits. So, if you
disagree with our action, you should file an appeal within 60 days.

IfYou Disagree With Our Action

Ifyou disagree with our action, you may ask for court review of the Administrative Law
Judge's decision by filing a civil action.

Ifyou do not ask for court review, the Administrative Law Judge's decision will be a final
decision that can be changed only under special rules.

How to FOe a Civil Action

You may file a civil action (ask for court review) by filing a complaint in the United States
District Court for the judicial district in which you live. The complaint should name the
Commissioner ofSocial Security as the defendant and should include the Social Security
number(s) shown at the top of this letter.

You or your representative must deliver copies of your complaint and of the summons issued
by the court to the U.S. Attorney for the judicial district where you file your complaint, as
provided in rule 4(i) of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

Time To File a Civil Action

• You have 60 days to file a civil action (ask for court review).

• The 60 days start the day after you receive this letter. We assume you received this letter
5 days after the date on it unless you show us that you did not receive it within the 5-day
period.

• If you cannot file for court review within 60 days, you may ask the Appeals Council to
extend your time to file. You must have a good reason for waiting more than 60 days to
ask for court review. You must make the request in writing and give your reason(s) in
the request.

You must mail your request for more time to the Appeals Council at the address shown at the
top of this notice. Please put the Social Security number(s) also shown at the top of this
notice on your request. We will send you a letter telling you whether your request for more
time has been granted.

About The Law

The right to court review for claims under Title II (Social Security) is provided for in Section
205(g) of the Social Security Act. This section is also Section 405(g) ofTitle 42 of the United
States Code.

The right to court review for claims under Title XVI (Supplemental Security Income) is
provided for in Section 1631 (c)(3) of the Social Security Act. This section is also Section
I383(c) ofTitle 42 of the United States Code.

The rules on filing civil actions are Ru1es 4(c) and (i) in the Federal Rules ofCivil Procedure.
